THE GRADUAL TRAINING 

The Buddha told the monks that there are eight qualities of 
his teachings that resemble the eight qualities of the Great 
Ocean. The first of them is the quality of gradual progress: 

Just as the Great Ocean gradually slopes and 
inclines and shelves without any sudden drop, so 
too in this Law and Discipline there is gradual 
training and work and practice without any 
sudden penetration and final knowledge. (Vināya 
Pitāka) 

Similarly Sayagyi U Ba Khin said: 

This is a gradual training, a gradual doing, a 
gradual practice. We must advance step by step. 

We have three important basic factors: sīla, 
samādhi and paññā. 

Sīla is the base. It is the means by which physical 
and verbal immorality is kept under control. 

Samādhi, achieved through ānāpāna meditation, 
is the means through which immoral thoughts are 
held in abeyance. 

Paññā, achieved through vipassanā meditation, 
totally eliminates, by stages, all impurities. 

Only when a person has morality, sīla, can he 
acquire calmness of mind, samādhi. And only 
with calmness of mind can he acquire insight, 
paññā. Insight cannot be acquired without 
calmness of mind and without morality, there can 
be no calmness of mind.

CENTER NEWS 

We continue to conduct six 10-day courses a year at the center, 

one approximately every two months. 

PAGODA UPDATE 

Pagoda renovation recommenced in June and continued up until 

the end of October. In June we completed stripping of all concrete 

surfaces (large dome and 8 small domes), removed various 

ornamental portions of the domes, and repaired minor damage to 

the large dome. We then engaged the services of a local firm in 

Hanover, PA (who had worked on the pagoda when it was 

originally being built) to apply a thick reinforced epoxy-fiberglass 

exterior coating to the large dome, covering all the exposed 

concrete. After the fiberglass coating was applied, we spent 

approximately three weeks sanding the big dome as smooth as 

possible in preparation for final painting, installation of the florals, 

and gilding (all scheduled for next spring and summer). 

Meanwhile, we decided on a different approach for the small 

domes: we made a two-part mold and then cast 16 fiberglass 

halves which were then installed (two per dome) over the existing 

concrete surfaces, and sealed. These new domes will likewise 

require some sanding (minimal), florals will be applied, and then 

they will be painted and gilded (next year). New fiberglass banana 

buds and lotuses have also been made for the small domes. On yet 

another front, all 8 small htis and the large hti were sanded, 

cleaned, and painted, and the large hti was gilded. 

The next-to-last task in the renovation will be the installation of 

new colored lights, probably late next summer. And the final task 

will be replacing the current rubber roof (which leaks in a few 

places) with a new roof, which will also involve resetting the 8 

drains. This is tentatively scheduled for next September.
